	Alas, her big cousin had forgotten that this juxtaposing of the cute and the macabre is what Mystery Fun House is all about. On the cute side of the coin, there are the ancient Egypt-themed topsy- turvy room, which dares visitors to walk across its tilted floor to the Bangles' "Walk Like an Egyptian," and the "Enchanted Forest," consisting mainly of a wobbly hanging bridge.
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	Smaller attractions such as Mystery Fun House are being squeezed by the growing theme-park offerings at Disney World, Universal and SeaWorld Orlando. While tourists are staying longer in Orlando -- an average of one week -- they barely have enough time to visit all three of the major theme-park companies, let alone smaller attractions, said Abe Pizam, professor of tourism management at the University of Central Florida.
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	Central Florida time-share magnate David Siegel is launching a nationwide expansion of Mystery Fun Houses and Starbase Omega laser tag attractions.
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	The Mystery Fun House attraction shut down Sunday, ending a 25- year run in part because of competition from larger tourist attractions, including its fast-growing neighbor across International Drive, Universal Orlando.
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	About 10 visitors and four employees were evacuated when the blaze triggered the attraction's sprinkler system, [Jack Spangler] said.
